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SEVEN NIGHTS OF MONARCH

Ossi Ketola Steals Headlines At Triton Jeju With $63 Million In Buy-Ins

When we last left Ossi Ketola, the esports standout-turned-casino owner 

best known as ‘Monarch’ battled Dan Cates in a day-long series of heads-

up battles in North Cyprus. Ketola lost over $14 million to ‘Jungleman’ 

on the live stream by the time the action wrapped up in the wee morning hours.

But anyone who may have thought that Ketola would wave the white flag, 

take his losses and run for the hills doesn’t have a good sense of the public persona 

Ketola’s looking to build. As the owner and operator of Duel, a crypto-based casino 

and betting platform, Ketola is looking to simultaneously battle many of the top 

stars in poker heads-up, while shining a light on his brand. 

So far, it’s been an expensive endeavor. 

When the high-stakes action shifted to the Triton Super High Roller Series in 

Jeju, South Korea, (pg. 24) Ketola followed to lure more high rollers away from the 

tournaments and into a heads-up freezeout. For a weeklong stretch, Ketola battled 

both new and familiar opponents. It started with Polish pro Wiktor ‘Limitless’ 

Malinowski, and then came another high-profile target in Alex Foxen.

Across two nights, Ketola and Foxen battled, eventually setting a new record for 

Super High Roller Montenegro event for 

$4,789,000. Those two results go a long 

way in making Malinowski the win-

ningest live tournament poker player 

ever to hail from Poland.

The first heads-up match between 

Ketola and Malinowski mirrored the 

format used in Cyprus. For the $2 

million buy-in, each player received 

an equivalent amount of chips worth 

exactly 100 big blinds, with stakes at 

$10,000-$20,000.

Ketola opened up an early lead with 

a triple-barrel bluff, and had a chance to 

take down the first match with pocket 

nines when Malinowski shoved with 

A♦ K♥, but a king on the turn flipped 

the advantage. Ketola bluffed off the last 

of his chips, running into Malinowski’s 

rivered straight. 

They reset the stacks, this time dou-

bling the buy-in to $4 million. Ketola 

once again opened up an early lead, 

at one point four-betting with A♣ 8♣ 

to get Malinowski to lay down tens. 

Malinowski stole the lead back with 

two pair against top pair, and the match 

evened out once again when Ketola’s 

straight beat a set. 

A Malinowski bluff gave him more 

room to operate, and on the final hand, 

he shoved the river of a Q♥ 4♠ 2♥ 2♦ 

9♠ board, putting Ketola to the test. 

Ketola eventually found a call with A♣ 

4♣, but Malinowski’s A♦ Q♠ had the 

best of it. Malinowski walked away a 

$6 million winner, and Ketola’s losing 

streak stretched to five matches.

Alex Foxen – Down $3 Million

The action ended in the early morn-

ing hours of Saturday melting into 

Sunday. Production staff went off to 

bed, ahead of another day of streaming 

tournaments, but there would be more 

heads-up poker to come.

Foxen and Ketola had both bagged 

up chips for day 2 of a $150,000 Triton 

tournament, but still sat down to play a 

$2 million heads-up match of their own. 

The biggest early pot saw Ketola flop top 

pair and a flush draw. Foxen turned a 

straight, but Ketola’s rivered flush earned 

him a lead of almost 3:1. On the final 

hand of the match, Ketola turned a dia-

mond flush while Foxen turned a wheel, 

breaking his losing streak.

Predictably, Ketola wanted more, and 

the stakes increased to $5 million per 

player. The second match swung hard on 

one big hand. On a board of 4♣ 3♦ 2♠ 

J♥, Ketola had Q♦ 4♥ and seemingly hit 

gin on the 4♠ river. But after Ketola led 

out big on the river, Foxen shoved and 

put Ketola’s stack at risk. After a solid 

few moments of thinking it through, 

Ketola got away, saving himself his last 

$2.5 million. He was right, as Foxen had 

him dominated with A♦ 4♦.

But ultimately, Foxen’s aggression 

wouldn’t be denied, and he won a flip 

in the end to seal the bounce back win. 

The players then went off to sleep before 

returning for day 2 of the Triton event. 

Both players would reach the money, 

with Ketola finishing 19th for $223,000 

and Foxen placing 10th for $342,000. 

A drop in the bucket, all things con-

sidered.
The third match was for $6 million 

each. Foxen took an early lead, and 

extended it by bluffing Ketola off of 

pocket jacks with ten-high. He then 

nailed a river flush against Ketola’s top 

two pair. Ketola managed to get away 

from the hand, but ultimately, little 

would go his way. He put the last of his 

chips in with a busted straight draw, and 

Foxen picked him off with third pair to 

win the match.
Ketola briefly stepped away, now 

down $9 million to the former college 

football player, but he would get it all 

back and then some before they were 

through. Once again, $6 million was 

the buy-in, but this time everything 

went Ketola’s way. His lead eventu-

ally swelled to more than 5:1, and then 

the deck delivered the deciding blow. 

Ketola’s pocket queens dwarfed Foxen’s 

pocket nines, and flopped a set for good 

measure.
As the sun threatened to rise in Jeju, 

the pair decided on one final $6 million 

match. And it didn’t take long for his-

tory to be made.

Ketola pulled slightly ahead early on, 

and then came the hand of the match. 

Ketola opened with K♣ J♥, and Foxen 

called with 8♦ 6♦. The K♦ J♦ 8♣ flop 

gave Ketola two pair, and Foxen had a 

pair of eights with a flush draw. Despite 

the strength of their hands, both players 

checked.
The tension built with an A♦ on the 

turn. Foxen led out for over 80% of the 

pot, and Ketola just called. The K♠ river 

gave Ketola a full house, and set the 

players on a collision course. Foxen bet 

$550,000 into the $800,000 pot, and 

Ketola ripped it in for $5.05 million 

the largest televised pot in poker history. 

Ketola returned for more action against 

familiar foes Elias Talvitie and Kayhan 

Mokri, and the matches wrapped up 

with Bjorn Li. Records for the largest 

televised heads-up match and largest 

televised pot were once again shattered.

Ketola’s brash, take-on-all-comers 

approach should have been a no-brainer 

win for the poker world. And in fact, 

he is down somewhere in the neighbor-

hood of $21 million overall, which is 

a massive infusion of money into the 

high-stakes community.

But over the course of these match-

es in Jeju, Ketola’s history of highly 

questionable social media posts came 

to light. The Finnish man’s proclivity 

towards using racial slurs indiscrimi-

nately across social media became a 

topic of conversation. Ketola, whose 

fortune was initially built upon the 

CS:GO skins marketplace, came up in a 

community that leaned into free speech 

absolutism as a justification to utilize a 

wide spectrum of slurs without assum-

ing any major consequences.

Rather than declining to interact or 

trying to offer context, Ketola respond-

ed with a barrage of new posts with slurs 

to a variety of parties who questioned 

his actions and speech. That included 

Cates, who tried to diffuse tensions 

and became another target of Ketola’s 

vitriol.
And yet, each night, the action con-

tinued on as players stepped up to try 

and take a chunk out of poker’s new 

villain. Ketola’s record now stands at 27 

matches and $21 million in losses.

Wiktor Malinowski – Up $6 Million

First up for Ketola in Jeju was Wiktor 

‘Limitless’ Malinowski. The 31-year-old 

from Poland is a veteran of online poker 

high-stakes cash games, and also has 

a PokerStars World Championship of 

Online Poker title worth $726,000 to 

his credit. His live poker exploits are 

even more impressive. In 2021, he took 

down the $250,000 buy-in Super High 

Roller Bowl main event in Cyprus for 

$3,690,000.

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MICHAEL MIZRACHI’S UNFATHOMABLE WSOP MAIN EVENT WINInstant Hall Of Famer! The Grinder Reaches Legendary Status With Historic SummerBy Tim Fiorvanti

The 2025 World Series of Poker $10,000 main event felt like a throwback to the Moneymaker era of the game’s most prestigious event, with a palpable buzz from Day 1. By the close of tournament registration, 9,735 players had laid down their buy-in to sit down at Paris and Horseshoe Las Vegas, making it the third-largest world championship in history.Fourteen days of poker whittled that number down to one, and one of the biggest names in modern poker his-tory, Michael Mizrachi, added the pièce de résistance to his remarkable career, the WSOP main event bracelet and a career-best prize of $10,000,000.‘The Grinder’ put together arguably the most dominant final table performance in the history of the WSOP main event to cap off a truly one-of-a-kind summer. The 44-year-old from South Florida was less than a week removed from winning his record-setting fourth $50,000 Poker Players Championship title when he sat down for the 2025 WSOP main event. After an incredible comeback, and an absurdly quick final table, Mizrachi had secured an almost impossible double.
“I played my best poker in my life,” said Mizrachi. “Especially in the Poker Players Championship. I do [well] in big buy-ins. I do [well] in small ones too. But this one, I just 

played my best. I never gave up. It was just fate.”Before Mizrachi could even take his winner’s photo, sur-rounded by a sea of friends and family, there was one more big piece of news. A collection of living Poker Hall of Famers led by Phil Hellmuth and Phil Ivey walked onto the TV stage to announce an unprecedented decision. The 33 living Hall of Famers, following an impromptu vote, unanimously decided that in winning both the PPC and WSOP main event back-to-back, on top of all of his other career achieve-ments, Mizrachi was worthy of instant induction into the Poker Hall of Fame. No nomination required. (pg. 55)“What you’ve done is phenomenal,” said Hellmuth. “This is a fucking battlefield promotion… winning the main, winning the Players Championship, and now… the Hall of Fame.”
Daniel Negreanu called it, “maybe the greatest WSOP in the 50+ year history.”
With this win, Mizrachi has eight career WSOP bracelets, two World Poker Tour titles, a Card Player POY award, and more than $29 million in total career earnings. The vic-tory pushed Mizrachi past Hellmuth into the number three spot on the WSOP’s all-time money list with $20,682,400, behind only Antonio Esfandiari ($21,917,242) and Daniel 

Negreanu ($23,847,814).
Mizrachi’s victory marked the third consecutive year in which an American player was crowned poker’s world champion. He follows Jonathan Tamayo (2024) and Daniel Weinman (2023) in that regard. Previously, there was a four-year run of international champions, with Espen Jorstad (2022) of Norway, Germany’s Koray Aldemir (2021), Argentinian Damian Salas (2020), and Germany’s Hossein Ensan (2019).

Field Size Stays Strong Despite ConcernsAfter back-to-back years of over 10,000 players, and new record turnouts each year for the WSOP main event, the field took a small step backwards in 2025. But despite pre-series concerns and uncertainty surrounding tariffs, travel restrictions, and a variety of other economic conditions, a consistent summer was capped by a strong showing in the main event.
Numbers were up year-over-year on Day 1A of the tour-nament, and significantly up on Day 1B. Turnout on Day 1C flatlined, likely due to falling on the July 4 holiday, but enjoyed a strong finish over the final starting flight and late registration. The 4,997 players who entered on Day 1D rep-resent the second-largest, single-day field in the history of the tournament.

For the second consecutive year, late entries were up in a big way. 266 players bought in on the combined Day 2ABC, up more than 29 percent. And by the final bell on Day 

2D, 775 players got in under the wire, up more than 25 percent year-over-year compared to 2024.
In all, 377 fewer players entered in 2025 than in 2024. But this year’s turn-out still cleared the fourth-best field of all-time, 2006, by more than 950 play-ers. And yes, despite his protests about the long structure, Phil Hellmuth was among the field, entering late with his usual pomp and circumstance. He would not make the money.

A Chaotic Money BubbleThe first cards went into the air on Wednesday, July 2. By the end of play on Day 3 on July 8, just 1,476 remained inside the Horseshoe Ballroom. That left the field just 15 places away from the money at the start of Day 4. Hand-for-hand play began five spots away from the money, but it took nearly two hours to burst the bubble. WSOP Tournament Director Jack Effel bounced between tables announcing the action from the various all-ins around the room. He was, as always, followed by a swarm of media and players looking to grab their own shot of the hand that burst the bubble.
The last player to go home empty-handed was Adam Rude. He got all-in after flopping middle set against the nut flush draw of Kosaku Akashi. Akashi made his flush, sending Rude home in 1,463rd place.

The true bubble brought about one of the most frantic outcomes in the his-tory of the main event. Traditionally, the WSOP has kicked in $10,000 for the unfortunate bubble boy, covering next year’s buy-in. If more than one player was eliminated, they would flip for the seat and share the prize money. It’s a nice consolation prize, but still well short of the $15,000 min-cash. 
But the WSOP announced a late twist this year, offering the bubble a $30,000 WSOP Paradise super main event prize package instead. Suddenly, the short stacks were incentivized to bust rather than survive. Amidst nearly a dozen all-in and calls, there were some crazy outcomes. On a board of 10♠ 5♣ 2♥ 6♦ 6♣, 16-time WSOP Circuit winner Josh Reichard called all-in for his tournament life and his last 25 big blinds with A♠ 4♠. He was right. 

Reichard later told Card Player contributor Paul Oresteen that the additional prize didn’t factor into his decision. “I don’t even want to go to the Bahamas,” Reichard said. “My stack was already worth more than the promotion. I knew that multiple people would probably bust and then have to flip for the seat.”
Three players would ultimately find the axe amidst the chaos. Mark Dickner, Mathew Frankland, and Sachin Joshi shuffled over to a corner of the Horseshoe Ballroom for a high-stakes random runout. By virtue of their eliminations on the direct bubble, the three players split the prizes for 1,461st and 1,460th. That guaranteed each of them their

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DAVID COLEMAN NABS PURPLE JACKET 

WITH IMPRESSIVE RUN AT POKER MASTERS

An elegant velvet blazer can really class up an outfit. 

Just ask David Coleman, who spruced up a casual look with 

the Poker Masters Purple Jacket, which he earned with an 

impressive run at the PokerGO Tour tournament series.

Coleman cashed three times for a total of $657,700 across 

the 10-event schedule. The series ran from Sept. 19 - Oct. 2 

inside the PokerGO Studio in Las Vegas.

Along with the money came 492 points, which gave him 

a 63-point margin of victory over second-ranked Alex Foxen.

In addition to the jacket, Coleman also took home a $25,000 

PGT Passport.
The Vegas-based poker pro, originally hailing from New 

Jersey, has made 11 final tables in 2025, putting him inside 

the top 40 in the Card Player Player of the Year race stand-

ings presented by CoinPoker. 

His run this year includes four consecutive runner-up 

showings in high-stakes events at the European Poker Tour 

Barcelona stop. He cashed for nearly $2.3 million in those 

events alone, and has almost $3.9 million in total earnings 

across 26 total cashes this year. The upshot is that Coleman, 

who came into 2024 without a live title to his name, now 

has more than $12.7 million in lifetime earnings, with seven 

titles won since the start of last year.

Coleman kicked off his Poker Masters campaign in the 

best way possible, taking down the $5,000 buy-in $1 million 

guaranteed showcase event at the start of the schedule for 

his latest addition to his burgeoning trophy cabinet. He out-

lasted 239 entries to earn $270,000. His second cash came 

nearly a week later, with an 11th-place finish worth $32,700 

in event no. 6, a $10,000 buy-in. 

Heading into the $25,000 finale, Coleman was sitting in 

fifth place in the series standings. Alex Foxen had the lead in 

the clubhouse thanks to his win in event no. 6 and runner-

up finish in event no. 8, worth a combined $468,000, but 

Coleman’s run would unseat him at the top. 

The event drew 63 total entries, with seven making day 

2. Coleman needed to finish inside the top three, and he did 

one better by taking second for $355,000, plenty enough to 

pass Foxen.
Coleman is the 10th player to win the jacket since this 

series first debuted in 2017, with two champions crowned 

online during the live poker shutdown of 2020. Notable win-

ners have included Steffen Sontheimer (2017), Sam Soverel 

(2019), Michael Addamo (2021), Sean Winter (2022), 

Stephen Chidwick (2023), and now, David Coleman.

Coleman And Zulker Triumph In Early $5,000 Events

A total of 1,077 entries were made across the ten events 

that made up this festival, resulting in $10,540,000 in prize 

money shared by the 85 players who recorded cashes along 

the way. Coleman was one of 36 players to rack up six figures 

in earnings.
Coleman’s spree began in the $5,300 buy-in $1 million 

showcase, which drew 239 entries across two starting days 

and resulted in a final prize pool of $1,195,000. Coleman 

earned $270,000 for the win.

The last few eliminations of the event all came at 

Coleman’s hands, giving him roughly a 3:1 chip advantage 

heading into heads-up play with bracelet winner Mitchell 

Halverson. Coleman soon converted the lead into the title, 

sending Halverson packing with $185,000 as the runner-up.

The second event was another $5,000 buy-in no-limit 

hold’em affair. It attracted 130 entries, creating a prize pool 

of $650,000. The biggest chunk of that money was ultimately 

awarded to champion Mike Zulker, who ran away with the 

title down the stretch to secure the trophy and $157,000. 

This was the second-largest score of his career, trailing only 

the $929,688 he earned as the runner-up in the $10,000 pot-

limit Omaha event at this summer’s World Series of Poker. 

He now boasts more than $2.1 million in lifetime earnings.

The Usual Suspects Find The Winner’s Circle

The next five scheduled events were all no-limit hold’em 

events with $10,000 buy-ins, which were all won by highly

accomplished pros with lengthy résumés.

Event no. 3 was won by Andrew Moreno. The 42-year-old 

based out of Texas outlasted a field of 101 entries, earning 

$252,000 as the champion. This was the fourth-largest score 

yet for Moreno, who now has more than $6.2 million in 

recorded winnings. His largest payday remains the $1.46 mil-

lion he secured as the champion of the 2021 Wynn Millions 

main event.
Moreno has been having quite the year on the live tourna-

ment circuit. The longtime poker pro has won three titles and 

made 10 final tables in 2025, including his windfall in this 

event. His 5,108 POY points are good for 20th in the overall 

standings.
Darren Elias looked to be cruising to another big win on 

the circuit when he entered the final day of event no. 4 as the 

chip leader. He then made it down to heads-up with a sizable 

advantage over his lone remaining opponent. That is when his 

road to victory took a wild detour. Less than an hour after 

seeming to have David Chen on the ropes, Elias was the one 

who was all-in, at risk, and in need of help.

The bracelet winner and four-time WPT champion was 

able to find some key cards when his tournament life depend-

ed on them, though, and eventually surged back in front and 

closed out the victory. Elias earned $280,000 for the win, 

bringing his lifetime haul to nearly $15.1 million.

Elias was not the only multi-time WPT main event winner 

to take down a title at this series. Three-time WPT champ 

Chino Rheem surged across the finish line in event no. 5, scor-

ing the final three knockouts to close out the victory. Rheem 

earned $280,000 for topping the field of 112 entries, growing 

his career earnings to $17.2 million in the process.

The 2019 PokerStars Caribbean Adventure winner now has 

18 recorded titles. He is also a two-time PGT Mixed Games 

series champion. Rheem cashed four times during this fes-

tival, earning $367,300 as he went. As a result, he finished 

fourth in the series standings. 
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It came down to the wire, but Shaun Deeb accomplished 
his mission this summer as the winner of the 2025 World 
Series of Poker Player of the Year race. This is the second POY 
triumph for Deeb, joining Daniel Negreanu (2004, 2013) as 
the only multi-winner of the award.Since securing his first POY title in 2018, Deeb has been a 
perennial contender. He always plays a full summer schedule 
and is even willing to play multiple events at the same time.
In fact, since his first win he has only failed to finish inside 
the top 10 in the final standings once (2024), and managed 
two runner-up showings (2019, 2023), a fourth-place finish 
(2022), and a sixth-place run (2021).“We did it boys and girls great battle between Martin 
[Kabrhel] and Benny [Glaser] they battled to the last tour-
ney,” Deeb wrote on Twitter/X after the final day of the series 
concluded.

The New York native also seemed to weigh in on a bur-
geoning online debate about his victory. Some have argued 
that Glaser, who won three bracelets this summer, or Poker 
Players Championship and main event winner Michael 
Mizrachi, should have earned the POY award given their 
impressive performances. Deeb responded by sharing a post from DBZMafia that 
said, “This is ridiculous. Tell the guy that won the Heisman 
Trophy that he needs to give it to the guy that won the 
national championship. [Deeb] earned POY, [Mizrachi] 
won the Main, his fourth PPC, and went straight into HoF. 
BOTH guys earned what they got.”“I play more events at the WSOP than almost anyone, 

year after year,” Deeb said. “The old [POY point] system 
favored players like me who put in massive volume. The new 
cap flattened the field — and I still came out on top. Player 
of the Year isn’t about highlight reels. It’s a points-based sys-
tem. It rewards steady results across the entire series — not 
popularity, not narrative. And by that measure, I earned it.”

The 39-year-old cashed in 24 bracelet events between live 
and online play this summer, accumulating more than $4 
million in tournament earnings. He made five final tables 
along the way, including one win, three runner-up finishes, 
and one third-place showing.The lone victory came in an absolutely massive event, 
which was the first $100,000 buy-in pot-limit Omaha tour-
nament ever held at the WSOP in Las Vegas. He bested a 
field of 121 entries to earn $2,957,229, the single largest 
payout in PLO tournament history. With more than $6.6 
million in cashes, Deeb sits in fifth place on the PLO all-
time money list. He has $17 million in career cashes overall.

The win also came with his seventh career gold bracelet, 
making him just the 16th player in WSOP history to have 
earned as many.

Deeb’s second-largest payday of the summer was the 
$348,304 he earned for a podium showing in the $10,000 
pot-limit Omaha eight-or-better championship. Just two 
days after that close call, he finished second in the $1,500 
razz for $84,221. Less than a week later, he got second online in a $600 no-
limit hold’em Monster Stack for another $90,776. His final 
runner-up showing came a few days into the main event. He 

navigated a huge field of 1,873 entries in a $1,000 no-limit 
tournament, settling for $154,906.And it turns out that every spot he laddered up at those 
final tables was crucial to fend off Glaser, who managed 
16 cashes overall. In addition to his three wins, Glaser also 
finished seventh in the $777 online event, just one spot 
away from earning enough points to pass Deeb. He also 
had a shot in the $50,000 high roller, but ultimately came 
away with a min-cash. Mizrachi’s late push to the top three came with his 
main event win, which was worth a whopping 1,756 points 
alone. The Grinder had 12 cashes overall, but the rules 
dictate that only a player’s top 10 cashes count towards 
their point total. Martin Kabrhel finished fourth, thanks to four final 
tables and a bracelet win. Scott Bohlman, who made three 
final tables and also earned a win, rounded out the top five. 

Daniel Negreanu, who documented his entire summer 
on his YouTube channel, had 15 cashes overall and four 
final tables, finishing eighth overall. According to his vlog, 
he finished the series up $181,097, cashing for a total of 
$1.4 million. ♠
